In December 2010, the ACEbc board accepted a contract with the Directorate of Agencies for School 
Health (DASH) to develop tools and resources to support Education Partner Dialogue and Capacity 
Building for the Neighbourhood Learning Centres (NLC). 

All of those resources and tools are now on the ACEbc website and in time will be part of the 
Neighbourhood Learning website.  The documents produced include: 

1. A comprehensive report which defines 5 Models, Elements, and Stages of development 
around the province. 

2. An executive summary of each of the models, elements and stages. 

3. A toolkit in the form of a puzzle or board game that can be used with groups to facilitate 
discussion around these concepts, one which is blank and the other which can be cut into 
game pieces to use in dyads or small groups. 

The documents were developed in consultation with NLC and DASH staff and heavily reviewed.  The

This resource helps schools, 
families and communities visualize NLC progress while taking into account the range of different 
models and complexity of NLC development in areas such as programs and services, staffing, and 
community involvement.
